	3. Mapping for Change: A Case Study of Enhancing Informational Exchange and Collaboration Through Geoweb Technology
	

	Shelley Cook and Kerry Rempel presented. Jon Corbett and Nick Blackwell presented about the technology component of the project. 
A partnership has been formed between the Central Okanagan Foundation, Okanagan College, the University of British Columbia Okanagan, and the United Way of the Central and South Okanagan/ Similkameen, for the purposes of creating a Housing Services Map.  The map will be a real-time, accessible and searchable database that documents housing and shelter services for the homeless in Kelowna.

The project involves a case study on the informational exchange and mechanism for capacity building between municipal government (City of Kelowna), homelessness stakeholders and non-profits/charities that provide housing and related services to the homeless through the use of a web-based mapping application (Geoweb). Using Geoweb technology developed in the Spatial Information for Community Engagement (SPiCE) Lab at the University of British Columbia Okanagan, the proposed application will function as an accessible and searchable spatial database that documents housing and shelter services for the homeless in Kelowna. 
Service mapping:

· The project is a result of the goals set by the CAB-H  in 2015, during strategic planning 
· This is community based, participatory research project
· Community participation/direction/engagement in the development of the map is critical and essential to the project

· The community must  define what they need from the project

· Starting off with mapping housing and shelter services for homeless individuals 
· Tangible benefits: ability to create a map that provides an overview of how many beds are available to homeless individuals 
· Map will support community agencies, funders and local decision makers
· Data is controlled by homeless serving agencies-they will input data into the map

· Homeless serving providers can track how services are used

· Map will give open access to collective information that assists funders and service providers

· A tenant of collective impact (which has been promoted recently in the community) is information sharing and data collection

Key features of the project:
· Data collection

· Data sharing
· Map is being piloted with the community in mind, and driven by the community
· Starting as a pilot to ensure we are moving forward with intention

· Collecting data will benefit the homeless serving sector

Research component: 

· This is a case study in new ways of interacting and partnering
· What does looking at things through a mapping lens accomplish?
Technology and similar projects:
· University of British Columbia Okanagan is currently mapping services for immigration, in partnership with Kelowna Community Resources

· Mapping information can be re-directed into existing systems

· The map creates a hub that can generate information and information can also be confidential 

· Information added by service providers can be repurposed into other streams of information

· Can have different filters for accessibility 
· Very accessible 

Timeline: would like to have the map running in October, 2016.
