That devastating morning, we lost our Cailen and four other men. The
emotional torture and hardships caused to the workers, families, emergency
crew and anyone involved has caused such heartache. It is time to heal.  

Cailen was accepted into his first year of carpentry just two days before he
passed, which was his dream, he was only 23years young. 

So, within the spirit of Cailen, he put his best foot forward as well as his heart.
We would like to give back and are offering you an opportunity to walk
forward into your goals and dreams.
